	7.3 Contraceptives

	When offering combined oral contraceptives (COCs) first-line options are monophasic preparations containing 30-35mcg of oestrogen and either, norethisterone or levonorgestrel. However all COCs can be considered based on patient acceptance. 

First choice products should be considered for new patients. Patients on existing treatments do not need to be switched. 

Other versions of COCs are available and are appropriate to be prescribed including the Branded generic/equivalent versions which may be more cost effective, check availability from local pharmacies. Also see COCs content and cost comparison table in BNF. All to be prescribed by brand name and not generic name to avoid confusion and enable patients to receive the same product each time.
